Getting ready to read

Other examples include tintinear (to jingle) on p. 124, zumbar (to
buzz) on p. 65, and traquetear (to rattle) on p. 99.
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Engaging in reading

e Divide the class into pairs and assign a different chapter to each
pair. Have them do a partner read-aloud of their chapter. Pro-
vide pairs with a graphic organizer to ask and answer questions
about their chapter: ¢ Quién? :Qué? :Donde? ; Cuando?: Por qué?
